2.2.4.1   Recognize that even though Jesus was without sin, He was baptized to
 identify with sinners



2.2.4.2   Describe that Jesus was born in Bethlehem, thereby fulfilling God’s
 promise to send a Savior

2.2.4.4   Describe that Jesus’ triumphal entry fulfilled the Old Testament prophesy



2.2.4.5   Recognize how the Last Supper became a replacement for celebrating
 Passover and it showed Jesus as a servant and a comforter



2.2.4.6   Recognize that Jesus was betrayed and arrested



2.2.4.7   Become familiar with the events of Jesus’ trial



2.2.4.8   Describe that Jesus is the Lord of the Sabbath



2.2.4.9   Describe that Jesus is the Ruler of evil spirits



2.2.4.10 Describe that Jesus is the rejected one



2.2.4.11 Describe that Jesus is a miracle worker



2.2.4.12 Describe that Jesus is a friend of children



2.2.4.13 Recognize how Peter’s confession points to who Jesus is



2.2.4.14 Recognize the events surrounding Jesus’ temptation



2.2.4.15 Describe the circumstances surrounding Jesus’ birth

Understand that Jesus’ death and resurrection allows for a restored
 relationship with God.

Indicators:



2.2.5.1   Describe that Jesus died willingly on the cross for the sins of the world



2.2.5.2   Describe that Jesus conquered death and arose from the grave



2.2.5.3   Recognize that Jesus appeared to two people on the road to Emmaus
 and to his disciples



2.2.5.4   Describe that Jesus ascended to heaven

Benchmark 2.2.6:
Understand that as God reveals Himself, we need to make a
personal response of 
confession and belief in order to have a
restored relationship with Him.

Indicators:



2.2.6.1   Describe that God’s gracious generosity comes to all who accept Him as
 Lord



2.2.6.2   Describe that God requires us to repent of our sins



2.2.6.3   Describe that we must respond faithfully when we hear God’s word



2.2.6.4   Describe that Jesus sent his disciples to the Jewish people to tell them to
 repent

Be caring to others and ourselves by following Jesus’ example

Indicators:



2.3.1.1   Show caring attitudes about others’ work in the classroom as well as own
 work



2.3.1.2   Practice good stewardship by taking care of the environment and
 everything else God has given us



2.3.1.3   Show empathy towards others’ joys and struggles



2.3.1.4   Show signs of loving others how God loves us

Benchmark 2.3.2:
Be holy as God wants us to be holy

Indicators:



2.3.2.1   Use appropriate language at all times, which means no dirty and vulgar
 talk as well as not taking the Lord’s name in vain



2.3.2.2   Dress appropriately by not wearing anything too revealing and or that
 may contain unholy messages



2.3.2.3   Tell the truth and take responsibility for any mistakes



2.3.2.4   Be trustworthy with other students and all school personnel

Benchmark 2.3.3:    Be respectful in ways the honors God

Indicators:



2.3.3.1   Respect themselves by practicing good personal hygiene, dressing neatly
 and being proud of being a unique creation of God



2.3.3.2   Respect others by not touching them, by not fighting, by not putting
 others down and respect adults by addressing them by their formal
 names



2.3.3.3   Respect property by using trash cans, keeping desks, lockers and walls
 clean



2.3.3.4   Respect others’ property by borrowing things only when permission has
 been granted and will not browse in other people’s desks without
 permission

Benchmark 2.3.4:    Be inviting because Christ treated everyone as important

Indicators:



2.3.4.1   Greet people by looking into their eyes when they talk to us



2.3.4.2   Accept all people for who they are (no judging based on any physical
 characteristic)



2.3.4.3   Invite the whole class if passing out party invitations



2.3.4.4   Include others in groups, on teams, and on the playground



2.3.4.5   Making all visitors feel welcome at our school

Benchmark 2.3.5:
Succeed as God wants us to be successful

Indicators:



2.3.5.1   Define success by each student’s potential, not by comparison



2.3.5.2   Develop God’s gifts to themselves with the help of the school



2.3.5.3   Work hard to learn



2.3.5.4   Believe that everyone can succeed

Benchmark 2.3.6:
Develop and display good teamwork

Indicators:



2.3.6.1   Recognize that we are all part of God’s team



2.3.6.2   Display the ability to work in any group and participate for the better of
 that group



2.3.6.3   Practice good sportsmanship in all aspects of school from grades to
 sporting events

Benchmark 2.3.7:
Display good listening skills

Indicators:



2.3.7.1   Listen and not talk when the teacher is talking



2.3.7.2   Listen and not talk when it’s another student’s turn to talk



2.3.7.3   Make good eye contact when others speak to us



2.3.7.4   Remember and do what we are asked to do

Benchmark 2.3.8:
Display a desire for inquiry

Indicators:



2.3.8.1   Want to know why, not just what



2.3.8.2   Display a curiosity to explore God’s creation



2.3.8.3   Read, discuss, and think of questions



2.3.8.4   Be involved in assignments and projects that go beyond easy and normal



2.3.8.5   Try to understand God’s word and begin to practice the word

Display kindness in a way that honors Jesus

VI. Instructional Objectives

3. describe how Daniel was faithful and made successful as he followed God’s plan. (week 8, 9)

4. identify how Job controlled his tongue. (week 10)

5. define patience and self-control as they study Job’s life. (weeks 10, 11)

6. list ways that listening to wise advice benefited Esther. (week 12)

7. identify ways Ester demonstrated unselfishness.  (week 13)

8. describe how Elijah listened to and was bold for God. (weeks 14, 15)

9. learn about God’s message, His mercy, and His compassion. (weeks 16-18)

10. discover the benefits of being a loyal and loving servant from studying the life of Ruth. (weeks 19, 20)

11. tell how God protected David and why it was important for David to repent. (weeks 21, 22)

12. discuss scenarios involving cooperation and standing for what is right. (weeks 23, 24)

13. describe how Miriam praised God and aubmitted to authority. (weeks 25-27)

14. list some benefits of listening to God.  (weeks 28-30)

15. define and give examples of encouragement and self-control. (weeks 31-36)

VIII. Instructional Methods

This course is taught through the use of teacher-directed instruction, hands-on application activities in the student workbook, guided-application activities included in the teacher’s handbook. The use of projects helps engage students in another level of learning.  The students also memorize Scripture to help them remember God’s word.

The means of evaluation in this class include recitation or written evaluation of Bible verses, completion of unit checks/quizzes, completion of the student handbook activities and participation in classroom discussions and question/answer time.
