Curriculum Guide

I. Introduction 

In writing the student will learn to improve mechanical accuracy of writing.  The student will begin cursive writing and work on correct letter formation as well as general appearance of written samples.  

II. Educational Philosophy

The curriculum lessons incorporate reading and writing of Scripture in their daily activities and unit tests.  These verses are reviewed and discussed by the teacher and students.

III. Scope And Sequence

Due to the incremental development of this particular text, a chronological handling of the scope and sequence with sequential time frame is impossible.  What follows is a listing of the major topics covered.

Handwriting is taught daily inclusively with Language Arts as part of an hour and half block of time.

VI. Instructional Objectives 

The student will…

1. Produce accurate manuscript letter formation.

2. produce three-space cursive writing of lower case letters:  e, I, u, t, w, s, l, r.

3. produce three-space cursive writing of lower case letters; b, f, o, h, k, a, c, d, g, n, m.

4. produce three-space cursive writing of lower case: p, y, v, z, j, q, x.

5. produce cursive upper case letters: T, G, A, C.

6. produce three-space cursive writing of upper case: L, F, B, D, E, H, K, N, M,O, I, J.

7. produce three-space cursive writing of upper case:  P, R, S, W, U, Y, V, Z, Q, X.

8. produce one-line cursive writing.

9. copy poetry using cursive writing.

10. produce creative writing samples based on teacher-guided topics.

VII. Biblical Integration

The students will…

1. describe how God used men to accurately write God's Word on  paper for man to read.  (Exodus 24:3,4,7,12

2. know God uses writing as a tool to influence people.  (Exodus 31:18,34:1

3. discuss how the written word enables us to know the past and learn from past events-biblical and historical.  (Psalm 102:18, Isaiah 30:8-11, Romans 15:4)

4. discuss ways men have copied the Bible for preservation and distribution.

5. discuss the importance of accuracy when man transcribes the Bible and in our daily writing tasks.  (Deuteronomy 27:8, Habakkuk 2:2)

6. trace copy and write phrases and sentences, including Bible verses.

7. complete writing activities on their Bible worksheets.

8. present himself as a child of God in the best possible manner – including his handwriting.
9. understand order and form beginning with letter formation to complete words and see the process God gives from simple to complex.
VIII. Instructional Methods

Instructional methods include teacher demonstration and assistance in helping the student modify his/her writing samples as s/he completes workbook pages as well as extra practice sheets independently as instructed in class.  The student also practices skills in Creative Writing to improve writing skills.

IX. Evaluation 

Evaluation is accomplished through teacher observation and correction of daily writing assignments and workbook pages.  Weekly tests are also administered and graded.
