I. Introduction

Handwriting is taught in third grade in order to help the children communicate more legibly through practice of writing Bible scriptures and simple letters of the alphabet.

II. Educational Philosophy

The student in third grade will:

3. Write within the boundary lines as God desires for us to realize His boundaries for us as outlined in the Bible.

4. Demonstrate proper spacing between letters and words understanding of God's desire for us to include Him in planning events (spaces) in our lives.

5. Produce correctly formed letters and understand God formed the whole earth correctly and perfectly.

VIII. Biblical Integration

The Bible is integrated into the Handwriting program by using verses that are selected by the teacher. The verses often relate to a topic being studied in Bible. These are sometimes used as an art activity as well as Handwriting.
IX. Methods
The teacher will employ the following teaching methods in assisting students in handwriting: demonstrate letter formation on the chalkboard, brain storm to find descriptions of objects to aid in creative writing detail, review phonics charts with sounds, demonstrate dictionary skills and drill with alphabetizing.
