VI. Instructional Objectives

1. The student will be able to interpret a Biblical timeline.

2. The student will be able to identify key locations on a Bible map to help them understand the location of Biblical events.

3. The student will be able to find verses in the Bible using a concordance.

4. The student will be able to find the context of a verse and be able to explain the verse further.

5. The student will be able to explain why it is important to study God’s Word.

6. The student will be able to list ways God’s Word is profitable. (II Timothy 3:16) and explain how it will help them in their every day living.

7. The student will be able to give references showing that the Bible is true and eternal. (Psalms 119:160; Isa. 40:8)

8. The student will study the doctrine of God and will be able to explain the terms: omnipresent, omniscient, and omnipotent. 

9. The student will be able to recite verses giving evidence of God’s omnipotence, omnipresence, and omniscience. (Deut. 31:8, Hebrews 13:5b, Psalms 147:5, and Psalms 121)

10. The student will study the doctrine of Christ and will be able to describe evidences of Jesus’ humanity and his deity.  

11. The student will be able to explain Christ as our substitute and why only He can be our substitute.

12. The student will study the doctrine of the Holy Spirit and will be able to describe the person and work of the Holy Spirit (I Cor. 3:16; John 14:16-18, John 14:26-27, I Cor. 2:9-12, and Eph., 1:16-17).

13. The student will list the fruit of the Spirit and will be able to identify ways they may see that fruit in their lives and in the lives of other believers they know. (Galatians 5:22,23)

14. The student will be able to define sin and explain its consequences. (Romans 3:23; Romans 6:23)

15. The student will be able to define the terms “salvation” and “grace.”

16. The student will be able to explain the plan of salvation using the Roman Road in their explanation. (Romans 3:10; Romans 3:23; Romans 6:23; Romans 10: 9, 10.)

17. The student will know the reality of Heaven and Hell and that all people have a choice where they will spend eternity. 

18. The student will be able to describe Heaven and Hell. (Mark 9:43; Luke 16:19-31, Rev. 20:10, 15; Rev. 21:1-5)

19. The student will list ways they can grow in their relationship with God.

VII. Instructional Methods

The following methods are used in teaching Bible: Prayer groups, teacher instruction, small group discussions, class discussions, singing Scripture songs, choruses, and hymns; and Bible drill.

VIII. Evaluation

Student Evaluation will be based on Scripture memory tests, Bible content tests and class discussions.
