I. Introduction

The Penmanship program is designed to reinforce the correct formation of each cursive letter. Correct writing posture is also emphasized.

II. Educational Philosophy 

The study of Spelling prepares the student for the grammatical interpretation of the Bible through the used of phonetic instruction, grammatical rules, Bible stories and moral principles.  This underscores that the English language is both foundational and vital for comprehension of the Bible.

Upper & lower case cursive letters



6 Weeks
Lower case letters with tails, formation and uniform slant
6 Weeks
Formation, joining strokes, spacing, loops, oval and humps
6 Weeks
Formation, proportion, and spacing



6 Weeks
Non-connecting letters, loops and upward strokes

6 Weeks
Upward, joining, ending strokes, loops, slants, and tails
6 Weeks

5/20 minute periods per week; 36 week duration.

VI. Instructional Objectives

1. The student will correctly form all lower case letters in cursive.

2. The student will correctly form all upper case letters in cursive.

3. The student will hold their pencils correctly. They will hold the pencils lightly between their thumb and their index finger at a slight angle. Their middle finger will support the pencil.

4. The student’s writing shall be done with a slight slant from left to right.

5. The student will write with uniform spacing between words. 

6. The student will write each number from 1-10 correctly.

7. The student will write 100% of their daily work in cursive by the end of the school year.

VII. Biblical Integration

The Bible is integrated into the Penmanship program by using verses that are selected by the teacher. The verses often relate to a topic being studied in Bible. The are sometimes used as an art activity as well as Penmanship

VIII. Methods

Methods used for teaching penmanship include teacher demonstration, guided practice and daily written drill.
IX. Evaluation

Penmanship evaluation is done by teacher observation. The specific formation objectives are graded. Students are given individual guidance and correction for each assignment.
