I. Introduction and Educational Philosophy

35. Recognize that choosing friends often determines the choices I make in life. (Proverbs 17:17; Proverbs 28:7; Proverbs 16:28; Psalms 119:63; Proverbs 13:10)

36. Recognize that God sends trials to His children to perfect them.(Psalms 119:11; Jeremiah 33:7-8; Proverbs 27:9-12, 17; Zachariah 13:9)
