World History – 1 year course – One Social Studies credit

I. Introduction

Throughout social studies in Kindergarten-Grade 10, students build foundation in history; geography; economics; government; citizenship; culture; science technology, and society; and social studies skills. The content, as appropriate for the grade level or course, enables students to understand the importance of patriotism, function in a free enterprise society, and appreciate the basic democratic values of our state and nation.

In World History Studies, students examine people, places, environment at local, regional, national, and international scales from the resources available through artifacts, traditions, and written records. These resources provide the raw material or historical study. By collecting, analyzing, and interpreting this material, the student can arrive at an understanding of the past and connect it to the present. Students analyze how location affects economic activities in different economic systems throughout the world. Students identify the processes that influence political divisions of the planet and analyze how different points of view affect the development of public policies. Students compare how components of culture shape the characteristics of regions and analyze the impact of technology and human modification on the physical environment. Through the study of the three basic resources: artifacts, traditions, and written records, the student can unlock the secrets of the past and arrive at a knowledge of how the past has impacted the present, which will eventually affect the future. 
II. Educational Philosophy

World History provides a continuation in building a solid foundation based upon the Word of God through a distinctively Christian perspective. The main theme is, “Remember the former things of old: for I am God, and there is none else; I am God, and there is none like me, declaring the end from the beginning, and from ancient times the things that are not yet done saying, My counsel shall stand, and I will do all my pleasure: calling a ravenous bird from the east, the man that executeth my counsel from a far country; yea, I have spoken it, I will also bring it to pass; I have purposed it, I will also do it.” (Isaiah 46:9-11) The study of history is an adventure with an opportunity to learn about God’s continual and personal involvement in historical events and His will being worked out in each civilization ultimately bringing glory and honor to His name. The Bible is our guide to history. It provides principles that help us to better understand and interpret historical events. God controls history and He is omniscient and omnipresent. His powerful hand directs the course of history. He moves the hearts of men (Proverbs 21:1) and establishes the bounds of nations (Acts 17:26). The forces of nature do His bidding (Nahum 1:3). God’s dealing with people and nations reveal His character- His holiness, justice, love, mercy, and longsuffering. Though God may deal with people and nations in different ways, He does not change in His character and purpose. He is “the same yesterday, and today, and forever.” (Heb. 13:8)
History gives the opportunity to see nations that choose to obey and honor God and His word with those that do not. God promises blessing to the people and nations that choose to obey and honor Him. (Deut. 11:26-28) And as such judgment comes upon people and nations when they choose disobedience, ignore, or dishonor Him and His word. (Ps. 9:17)  Man is a created being and dependent upon and responsible to his Creator. (Gen. 1:26-28) God created man to glorify Himself. (Psalm 86:8-10)  God has a plan for history. History is not accidental; it is providential: “Known unto God are all his works from the beginning of the world” (Acts 15:18). History demonstrates God’s desire to rescue men from their fallen state and restore them unto Himself. Christ is the center of God’s plan. “For God so loved the world, he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.” (John 3:16) The Bible reveals God’s perfect plan and will for man and nations. Satan opposes God’s plan. History reveals the conflict between God and Satan, between righteousness and unrighteousness, between the godly and the ungodly. In the study of World History, are examples of God’s greatness and goodness throughout each nation and people. Learning from past history can help facilitate the ability to discern good and evil, truth and error. By observing the successes and failures of previous generations, one is able to recognize the different ways that men have perverted the truth and avoid doing the same. History illustrates the consequences of sin and the necessity of a righteous life. Historical examples verify the biblical truth that “whatsoever a man sows, that shall he also reap. For a he that sows to his flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption; but he that sows to the Spirit reap life everlasting.” (Gal. 6:7-8) It fosters a sense of gratitude for the contributions of previous generations. It will show how much of what they have today has been inherited from peoples of the past. It imparts a general education in art, music, literature, and science, and in related disciplines such as politics, economics, and geography. This exposure to the wide range of human experience will be a helpful tool in the service and witness for the Lord Jesus Christ. Also acquired is a sense of mission and ministry as one is exposed to the world that surrounds us. In the striving to acquaint ourselves with different lands and peoples, the awareness of who are in need of the gospel becomes undeniable and Jesus’ command to, “Go into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature.” (Mark 16:15) will resound in the hearts of His disciples to bring light into a darkened world of lost souls.
