II.  INTRODUCTION

The study of grammar skills that were taught in the ninth, tenth, and eleventh grades continues to have a place of importance in the twelfth grade curriculum.  However, as in the eleventh grade curriculum, many rules that were in grammar sections in previous grades are now discussed in composition sections.  In the English 12 curriculum, literature and composition are given top priority. Students study English literature from its Anglo-Saxon beginnings through the twentieth century.  Historical backgrounds and writing techniques are studied to give students a better understanding of each English literary period.  The curriculum also develops in the twelfth grade student a love for good literature, knowledge of literary terms, and an appreciation for poetry and art, as well as for sound, moral values that are presented in the reading selections. Students master vocabulary words that prepare them for college entrance exams as well as the challenges of everyday life.  They continue learning the meaning of word parts that will help them unlock the meanings of thousands of other words.  Vocabulary on this level continues to consist of word definitions, sentence context, word families, word origins, synonyms and antonyms.  Composition study emphasizes the writing process through a variety of composition assignments.   The scope of the language program is geared to prepare the student for his future in higher education.

III.  Educational Philosophy
"These words are written that you may know that you have eternal life" 
(1 John 5:13).  The study of English serves the high purpose of preparing the student for the grammatical and literal interpretation of the Bible.  This underscores that English is both foundational and vital.  The communication skills of grammar, spelling, and composition are developed "line upon line and precept upon precept" year after year.
